Assessment

The course will be assessed through:

· A series of real tasks (e.g. writing a review article for a journal; adapting a unit of material for a specific target audience; developing units of materials for specific target groups)

· The development of a complete course of materials plus a theoretical rationale.

Course Structure

The course is in three parts. Part 1 runs from October to December, Part 2 from January to April and Part 3 from May to July. Parts 1 and 2 are full time taught components in Leeds. Part 3 (Course Production) can be done either in Leeds with tutorial support or at a distance with e-mail support. It is possible to do one or more Parts in one academic year and the other Part(s) in the following academic year.

The workshops for Parts 1 and 2 will be held from 10.00 to 13.00 and from 14.00 to 16.00 on Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Thursdays.
